Athletes will still have a chance to qualify for the Indoor Winter Games through a random 
selection. The bowling drawing will be held on Tuesday, January 21st, and athletes will be 
notified soon thereafter. 
 
More than 300 athletes, 100 coaches and 200 volunteers were scheduled to participate 
during the Games. The event was scheduled to take place at ABC North and ABC East Lanes 
in Harrisburg, PA as well as ABC West Lanes in Mechanicsburg, PA.
