All plungers are eligible to earn additional prizes as their pledges
increase.

In addition, students and teachers can sign up for the Cool Schools Challenge and show their
school spirit by creating a team, fundraising and plunging together. The Cools Schools team
that raises the most money will be presented with the coveted Cool School Award.

Plunge spectators can attend free of charge and enjoy several activities at Chillville &
Concessionville while waiting for friends and family to take a dip into icy cold pools. Chillville
will feature Area M’ very own DJ Tommy getting the crowd pumped up.
