Interscholastic Unified Sports is a fully-inclusive co-ed high school sports program that brings together a
proportional number of students with and without disabilities on teams for training and competition.
Whereas, youth leadership, advocacy and whole school engagement promote school climates where
students with disabilities feel welcome and are routinely included in, and feel a part of, all activities,
opportunities and functions.

Unified Sports® is the one Special Olympics program which helps schools fulfill the requirements of the
Department of Education guidance letter reminding schools of the federal law (Section 504 of the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973) protecting the rights of all students with disabilities to have equal access to
athletics activities.
